Your voting rights are automatically restored, but you have to register in order to vote.

You can get a voter registration form at the post office, your local library, 
many state and city agencies, or our website below. You do not need 
any special documentation to register. 

Make sure your voice is heard in November. 
Exercise your right to vote.
